Director of Pinchgut Opera and Music Director and Founder of Cantillation, Orchestra of the
Antipodes and Sinfonia Australis. He has an active recording and guest-conducting career
as well, and recently made his U.K. conducting debut at English National Opera with
performances of Lucia di Lammermoor.
